The person in the driver's seat was a white skinned male and had blood coming down his forehead. 
Initially he appeared unconscious.

In the front passenger seat was a white skinned female who also appeared unconscious with what appeared to be severe head injuries.

The third person was a female, and initially I thought she was in the front of the car between the driver and front seat passenger, but I soon realised she was a rear seat passenger having been crushed forward due to the extensive rear end damage of the car.

I would estimate the rear seat was only about 15- 18 inches from the back of the front seats.

Stalement of: Ian CLEGG PC 1234
Occupation: Police Constable 1234
I went down to the Renault motor vehicle and I could see that there were two occupants in the front of the vehicle. I could see that both were injured as a result of the damage to the car and both appeared to be conscious.

I went to the front passenger door of the Renault and on looking into the vehicle I could see that Angela was in shock and appeared to be losing consciousness. I then realised that there was another female in the vehicle, who I now know to be Karen POLLARD. I could only see the top half of her and she was laid across the handbrake area of the vehicle with the rest of her body was trapped in the rear of the vehicle, which I could see had extensive damage caused to it. I could see that she was in shock and although conscious was not saying anything.
Very quickly a passing doctor arrived on scene and I explained to her how many casualties there were and I then climbed through the back of the Renault in order to assist with the immobilisation of Angela and also to apply oxygen therapy to Karen. I remained inside the vehicle for some time until the fire brigade had managed to remove the roof. It was obvious to me from the position of Karen lying through the gap in between the front seats that she had not been wearing her seat belt. I kept speaking to both Karen and Angela and it was apparent to me that both had serious injuries. I assisted with the removal of Angela from the car. I then assisted with the removal of Kevin from the driver’s seat. After some time Karen was removed from the vehicle and as well as Angela and Kevin was taken away by ambulance from the scene.

I was later informed that the two casualties, Karen at the Queen Elizabeth Hospital and Angela at South Tyneside Hospital had serious and life threatening injuries. Kevin who was the Queen Elizabeth had been detained as well. The drivers of the two other vehicles involved in the collision had received whiplash and back injuries.

Statement of: John James McLain

Occupation: Communications Operator for the Police

A little way down the road I could see a white vehicle, make unknown. This contained 2 people. In the front passenger side was a female, in a nurses uniform. This lady was awake but appeared badly hurt.

In the driver's seat was a male who appeared unconscious. There was also another vehicle involved which I did not go to.

Statement of: Helen Elizabeth SPOOL

Occupation: Town Planner

I got out of the car and saw …. [Kevin’s Car] at the side of the road, …... it looked as though there was no back end to the car and it was a wreck.

…

I had pain in my neck and I was shaking, so I knew I would be no good to anybody so I just stayed where I was and I phoned [my husband].

…

I was put into a neck brace and then placed onto a stretcher, then placed into an ambulance.

…

Whilst I was in the ambulance … I saw a man standing next to me and then sat on a seat. The ambulance man, Clive, asked the man which vehicle he was from, and he said that he was from the van. He was asked about his injuries and he said he had pains across his chest. Clive asked the man his name and he said that he was called Andrew GUILTY. Clive asked him his address and this man said he would write his address down for him.

This man never said a word after this all the way to the hospital.
